The Amphitheater at Central Park on Main Street in Azle is the place to be on the following dates from 8:00 to 10:00 pm for great entertainment and fun-filled evenings.  

June 25 - The Terry Family and Saddle Pals
Step back in time and enjoy country, western swing music of Bob Wills, Chet Atkins, Marty Robbins, Gene Autry, Roy Rogers and others.  The Terry Family will be partnering with the Saddle Pals featuring Devon Dawson who has been recognized by the Academy of Western Artists as “Female Performer of the Year 2009” and other members of the band.  Join the Terry Family and Saddle Pals as they take you back to memory lane for a great evening of entertainment.

July 2 – The Razzmajazz Dixieland Jazz Band
Close your eyes and pretend you’re in New Orleans listening to music that has been the focus of the Big Easy for years and years. They combine high energy and audience participation to liven up any event. Their music is a mix of roaring 20’s, 30’s, 40’s and 50’s Dixieland Jazz and Swing Jazz performed in true MARDI GRAS/Roaring 20’s style.
