In honor of Eagleton, companies and individuals have joined together to open a state of the art boundless playground in his hometown of Azle, TX.  The playground structure will allow children, parents and grandparents with or without physical challenges to all play together.  The playground has appropriately been named "Russell Eagleton - Playground for All".  The majority of the install was completed in one weekend by over 100 motivated volunteers.  On Wednesday, April 21 at 5:00pm, a ribbon cutting ceremony will be held to officially open the playground.
